Over 1.3 million tonnes of plastic is produced by 

Australians annually. Of this the vast majority of plastic comes 

from packaging. It takes 125 recycled plastic milk bottles to 

manufacture a 140L Mobile Garbage Bin.

What is Recycling?

Recycling is the process whereby consumer and commercial waste is transformed into re-useable materials. Waste streams 

including plastics, glass, paper, food waste, cardboard and electronics materials can all be recovered to produce new 

materials.

Waste Creation - Kerbside Collection of 
Recyclables is managed by municipal 
councils. Most often these collections use 

a separated waste stream system.

Collection – Recyclables are removed 
from your home and taken to a sorting 

facility.
Sorting – Recyclables are sorted 
according to the specific streams 
including plastics, paper, glass etc

Recovery – Once sorted, recyclable 
materials are recovered and turned into 

new material for re-use
